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Not all of the functions described in the user guide are available in all countries.

To ensure interference-free operation, some local functions are not available on the
terminals after provisioning by a cloud PBX (e.g. COMuniq ONE). A cloud PBX transmits
new configuration files to the phones at regular intervals. Data stored locally on the
phone can be deleted or reset.
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Safety precautions

The device cannot be used in the event of a power failure. In case of a power failure it
is also not possible to make emergency calls.

Emergency numbers cannot be dialled if the keypad/display lock is activated!

Use only rechargeable batteries that correspond to the specification. Never use a
conventional (non-rechargeable) battery or other battery types as this could result in
significant health risks and personal injury. Rechargeable batteries, which are notice-
ably damaged, must be replaced.

The handset must not be operated if the battery cover is open.
